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To ensure supply management efficiency within the industry, wholesalers and publishers are 
committed to the following procedures:

1.	� Detailed, up-to-date information concerning unsolds will be collected by the JIC Supply 
Management focus group.

2.	� This information will be as specific as possible and will be broken down to categorise daily, 
weekly, monthly, etc. titles. The information will also be gathered for all of the regions in the 
Republic of Ireland by the ESPI Supply Management focus group or an appointed individual. 

3.	� All data collated and analysed by the focus group will be dealt with in the strictest 
confidence, and appropriate documentation will reflect this.

4.	� The focus group will continue to collect this information until such time as evolving trends 
can be examined. 

5.	� If, after detailed analysis, there are specific issues which the industry wishes to address, the 
JIC will ensure that the focus group develops relevant measures.

1.	� Publishers, wholesalers and retailers will commit to a procedure whereby shelf space is 
utilised to maximum efficiency for new titles.  

2.	� This will include ensuring that available shelf space is matched by an appropriate range. 
Publishers, wholesalers and retailers agree that if titles do not generate any sales after six 
consecutive issues for weekly and bi-weekly titles and three consecutive issues for all other 
frequencies, then, for a period of no less than six months, that title will not be re-introduced 
to the relevant retailer. The title can be re-introduced if specifically requested by the retailer.
